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Water Resources

Hong Kong's hard granite base yields no appreciable underground
water and there are no sizable lakes or rivers.Therefore, this densely-
populated centre of trade and industry has suffered water shortages
for most of its history since 1841 due to an almost total lack of
natural resources.

Extensive catchment channels constructed on hillsides are a vital,
and probably an unique feature of Hong Kong's waterworks
development. Hong Kong's supply system now includes two 'reservoirs
in the sea’,and about a third of the total land area has been established
as water gathering grounds.

Apart from rain water, the supply of water from the Dongjiang,
Guangdong is now the major single source of supply for Hong Kong.
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
