Weekly Monitoring Data at Consumers' Taps
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The lead content of a Tier 1 Random Day Time (“RDT”) sample from one of the premises is 15 pg/L. According
to the established two-tier sampling protocol, the Tier 2 30-minute stagnation (“30MS”) sample will be tested
when exceedance in metal content is found in the Tier 1 sample to verify the test result. Water Supplies
Department tested the relevant Tier 2 30MS sample and the test result of 13 ug/L exceeded the HKDWS for lead
of 10 pg/L. The test result of the 30MS sample has been used for compiling the above weekly summary.
